LONDON NIGHT CZAR TO VISIT KINGSTON

This Friday night a number of influential people will be walking around Kingston to see the night-time economy in action including Amy Lame, the Mayor for London’s Night Czar.
This is part of the Night Czar’s first initiative called monthly ‘Night Surgeries’, where she is out and about across the capital in the evening, speaking directly to businesses, night-time workers, members of the public and residents to get an understanding of Londoners’ views of the night-time economy. 

Amy who is the UK’s first-ever Night Czar, will be accompanied by local councillors, Charlie Adan, the Chief Exec of Kingston Council, and Kirsten Henly the new CEO of Kingstonfirst. 
London is the biggest city in the world to appoint a Night Czar, and Amy’s hiring comes after the  successful creation of night mayors in other cities around the world from Amsterdam and Berlin, to San Francisco. The position was a key manifesto commitment in Sadiq Khan’s Mayoral election campaign.

One says her father is a Street Pastor in Kent so we chatted a bit about how her father had changed since he came to faith.  She was very grateful for all that we do.  We talked about her reasons for not finding faith as yet.  They called a cab and we left them waiting for the cab to come.
