GRAB AND PRAY

11.20 We have just been stopped in Clarence Street by someone who has grabbed all our hands together and had an impromptu pray with us.  He said he was homeless but he had met Andy who had gone through all the things that had happened to him and how pleased he was the Lord had intervened in his life.  So we had this quick prayer and then he dashed off. We did at first wonder what was going on but he did seem pretty sincere, upbeat and pleased his life was now back on track.

WALKED OUT OF HOSPITAL 

We are now going back to the riverside having had a call from CCTV to see if we could help a vulnerable female. She was at ‘The Bishop on the Riverside’ and according to the manageress had walked out of hospital and was very distressed and disorientated. She was just wearing a hospital gown and had no shoes on. She still had her hospital identity band round her wrist. 
They wrapped her in a blanket and kept her warm inside.  The manager had contacted closed circuit tv who had then called us and we advised them to call an ambulance which would take her back to hospital. In fact a police car arrived shortly after and took her back.

GRATEFUL GIRLS

12.25 Just as we thought we were going to go back into KURC we encountered two girls who were in desperate need of flip flops.  One is very drunk so we are escorting them to the bus station where the father of one of the girls is picking them up. They are very grateful, very cheerful.

12.35 In the end we walked the girls to the Cattle Market bus station where we saw them settled on seats at the station.  They talked all the way round and were very appreciative of what we do.  They were a bit embarrassed as well but we thought the best thing to do was to walk them to the bus stop to see them safely there.

WHAT AN ENDING!
3.45 We have come to the end of Clarence Street and there has obviously been a tremendous hoo-hah going on outside Pryzm continuing down to Wilkos.  There has been some sort of running battle with police and security guards.  The whole road is now jammed up with police cars and ambulances with traffic trying to get through but nothing is really happening and there is no traffic moving at all.  The police and security people seem to have it under control.   We are just hanging about here and talking to the punters, doing our bit to calm things down, not that they have been aggressive around us but we are just watching the situation to see if we are needed.

4.00 The town centre is still heaving with police cars and they have now zoomed round to where we are at the front of KURC church.  There seems to have been something going on outside the newsagents and they are trying to sort things out but it is all pretty tense.  There is not a great deal we can do and in fact things are calming down a bit and people are beginning to leave but still not sure what is going on.
