DOUBLE TROUBLE

2.05  Almost back at base when we had a call from Pryzm. They had a young girl who wouldn't do anything for the Pryzm staff and was rather drunk.  She oscillated between being very cooperative, to being frustratingly obstinate in her determination to make her own decisions. We took the view that we couldn’t leave her to her own devices. 
At the taxi rank it became clear she had no cash, and could not remember her pin number or address. Her phone contained an Uber account, and an Uber car arrived, but drove off quickly when the issue was explained! In the end we managed to escort her to a cab and after the power of prayer she remembered, on the third attempt, her pin number and her address.  She has now gone off safely.  
3.00  While this was going on, we got a call from Hippodrome that there was a girl in some distress. We found a girl who had fallen on her knee and hurt it badly.  Her boyfriend was trying to help. There had been some previous between him and the girlfriend we thought.  The staff there were at their wits end.  She wouldn't co-operate at all and they needed us to come as a fresh face to see if we could move the situation on.  
We tried to get her up but she couldn't walk and was in huge pain, although some of the staff thought this was faked because this had happened before. However we couldn't move her far so we took her back in and bound up her knee. We tried to help her to walk, but reckoned she needed medical treatment, and the boyfriend was willing to take her to the hospital.  We eventually got her to hobble to a taxi and they went off to A&E.
