Newly Homeless
Friday night 2.15. Outside Bentalls spoke to G (lady in her 40’s). She said she was homeless but wanted to be outside due to her phobias.  We asked if she wanted a sleeping bag which she declined but she did take a foil blanket to put round her.  We also gave her a card with information on it about KCAH.  She did know about them but had not been able to get to them yet.  We saw a police vehicle and told them about G and asked if their mental health team were available to help with this.  They said they were busy just now with another issue and would let them know about this.    

Saturday night 10.55. By Barclays Bank we have come across a lady called G in quite a bad way.  Her marriage broke up three years ago and she has been living with her mother in Ealing ever since but has now been thrown out.  She suffers with Obsessive Compulsive Disorder, but she is quite lucid and is trying to find somewhere to live but hasn't managed it for the last eight days.  
We have contacted Street Link and they are going to help her and visit her in the next day or two.  We referred her to SPEAR as well.  In the meantime, we are going to come back to URC and find her a coat, hat and gloves.  She doesn't want a sleeping bag as she doesn't handle those very well.  

11.45 We discovered she hadn't eaten all day so we provided her with some chicken and chips which she said she was willing to eat but when it arrived she turned it down.  We gave her some juice to drink and provided her with a choice of coats and blankets, hats and gloves.  She chose a coat but later turned that down.  She has taken a blanket and we eventually said goodbye to her, and spent some time in prayer for her. We later discovered her sleeping soundly on a bench.
CALLING MUM OR DAD

Friday night 2.35am We were called out by CCTV to go to a man at the Sushi place across the road from KURC church.  D (age 20) was lying on the ground with the manager from Hippodrome with him.  
We spent some time talking to D trying to establish if he had friends and if we could contact them.  He said his phone was dead and that his friends were still inside.  
He gave us his wallet which had a drivers licence in it and the manager at Hippodrome went to check the entry system.  When he returned he said the friend he had arrived with had gone already.  
As D has no money and had a bank card we decided to get him into a black cab over the road.  Sadly once we did this he was sick and the taxi driver asked us to take him out again.  D managed to give me his mum’s mobile number and I called her to see if she would come and get him, which she did.  We waited until mum arrived and got him safely into her car. 

Saturday night 1.55  We found a very drunk man lying in the gutter and he was pretty unresponsive. We tried to give him some water and persuade him to get up, trying to get him to drink.  He had been sick, and needed cleaning up. His brother came out to the club to try to help out.  Eventually his father was called to come from Hanworth to pick him up. As he recovered, he became quite aggressive. We walked him up and down the road - it was fairly tough work.

2.22  The father arrived, not in the best of moods. The lad is finally being taken away and we are grateful that that task is over.
