Friday
Visa Issues

11.40  Stopped off to see A our friendly Christian taxi marshall at the Kingston station cab office.  He went up to Liverpool today because he needed to have an interview to renew his student visa.  He told us the story of what happened.  By all accounts the lady who was interviewing him was really unpleasant and grilled him for four hours without a break, asking him all sorts of questions and seemingly trying to upset him and make him get angry.  It was all in all a very unpleasant experience for him.  He now has to wait for two to three weeks to see if his visa has been granted.  It would be great if we could pray that it will all go through without any issues.

Pray for K

12.30  We spent the last 15 minutes or so talking to K, a homeless man known to us.  He was sitting outside Wilkos so we stopped and had a chat. He was a little bit agitated and was saying he was losing hope about whether or not this whole thing with getting a house through a Church was actually going to happen.  

We said we would pray that it does go through and that he does get his house in September which was the date given.  One of the issues is that he has dogs and he won't leave the dogs so finding housing is that little bit more difficult for him.  

We gave him a bottle of water and he said he needed a sleeping bag so he walked with us back up to the URC and we gave him a sleeping bag for which he thanked us and went on his way.  He told us about his life and it sounds like he has been through an awful lot.  He grew up in care,  was in the Army for 24 years and  has had a rough time of things.  We left him saying we would pray for him that things do sort themselves out. 

Saturday

Role reversal

3.45  We just met a couple of girls, one in bare feet, so we offered flip flops.  Elaine recognised them from a month ago, outside Metro Bank, when it was the other way around, the other girl was very drunk and Naomi (SP) got her to walk round to get fit enough to get into a taxi. Tonight she is the sober one and it was her friend who needed care.  
They remembered Naomi and were over the moon about the help she had given them and really appreciated what we did.  It was great to meet up with them one month on.

Steam-Raid
4.20  The evening has ended in rather an ugly way.  We found a girl crying and a guy who was bleeding badly from his nose which looked as if it had been broken.   We administered first aid but they had been attacked by eight to ten guys.  

The gang had harassed two girls outside Uniqlo/Game. The two girls walked away then they met this group of 5 who were with the one girl, who they helped to protect.  The guys got hit and kicked and then the thugs ran off down Castle Street.   

We called CCTV to get the cameras on Castle Street but it appeared the assailants had gone by then.  The police thought they had caught one of them and were chasing another guy with a black hoodie and not sure if they got him.  

F had a broken nose and the girl they were trying to protect, whose name we didn't get, was badly shaken. When she looked round her phone was in her pocket but her handbag had been stolen or taken, as in a steam-raid. We gave out a space blanket to the girl who had been attacked as she had got the shivers. The police are now taking statements from the two. It had been really peaceful and very light hearted and jovial up to that point.
