He then asked some most complicated questions about physics and science, the creation of the universe and the existence of God and the interplay between spirituality and the sciences which was very interesting.

11.25 We had a long conversation with homeless S and his dog Shady. S is on the move but he stopped to talk about his dog.  It has a limp and is sore with an ear infection. Scott talked to him about a vet he knows who would be able to have a look at Shady.  

While we were discussing this four other guys came past and talked and gave S tobacco,  money and some other information and it was all very friendly.  

I don't think S could believe what had happened. He has gone from being very miserable when we picked him up to going off somewhere where he could rest the dog, and he was smiling and cheerful.  It was uplifting to see that as the punters walked by they didn't ignore him but gave him goodies and encouragement.  Good Samaritans work out there!
Confused, thirsty, lost

12.25 Scott:  We have spent the last 20 minutes plus with J who is an elderly woman who looks a bit unkempt, lost and a bit confused.  At first there was no communication at all with her but after a while she told us her name.  She wouldn't sit down and didn't need a cup of tea.  I offered her a bottle of water and when I gave it to her she was very, very thirsty.  

She was carrying a plastic bag with a dossett box and these boxes are filled out by chemists to people who need medication but get mixed up about whether they have taken their tablets or not.  I managed to look in her bag and saw that none of the sections had been opened but she assured me that she had taken her prescription tablets that day.  The lady does seem to suffer with anxiety and there are probably mental health issues.  

We then walked her to the bus stop outside Bentalls and she has got onto a bus heading towards Teddington.  I told the driver that she is going to Teddington but she may stay on the bus longer.  We suggested he could ask her again where she was going or call the police to help.  There is not much else we could have done.
