PATIENCE AND ENERGY

1.05 Charlie:  We have spent the best part of the last hour with P, age 22, who is very, very drunk outside the Hippodrome.  We suspect some other substance abuse as well but can't confirm.  We wondered whether he had a learning difficulty as well. It has been very difficult to get any information out of him about where he lives, if he was out with any friends, how he was intending to get home.  

The young doorman and his colleagues were very helpful. He was very confused and at times became uncooperative but eventually we got him standing and walked him up and down a little bit and gave him water.  He has vomited an awful lot and continues doing so.  

We walked him up Eden Street towards the bus stop as we have figured out from his ID that he lives in Norbiton so a bus in that direction should help him get home.  On the way to the bus stop he darted into Eden Kebab and bought a kebab - a sign he is doing a bit better - and then got on a bus.  

It took a very long time, patience and energy, even to get him upright and in any state to get home not to mention on a bus towards home.

DEEP CONVERSATIONS

Charlie:  I had a conversation with a 22 year old man from Eastern Europe and his friend, a man in his early 20s of Asian origin.  First we talked about the idea of Jesus as a philosopher, also about faith and how he didn't feel he had faith.  He felt that faith was a gift.  We had a long conversation about different religions as well and specifically Islam as the second guy was raised a Muslim.  We talked about the parallels between Christianity and Islam and the Islamic view of Jesus as a prophet rather than as divine and the comparison of the Hebrew Old Testament and the Koran with major Old Testament figures like Abraham, Jacob, Ishmael and Moses.  

CYCLIST ON CANNABIS

3.05  A man in his early 20s passed us on the one way system and came flying off his bike and took quite a bad fall. We picked him up and didn't let him go off straight away, persuading him to give himself time to gather himself together and making him turn his lights on, which he hadn't done.  

Eventually we sent him on his way after checking he was alright and not too shaken up.  His mannerisms and the way he was talking and the way his eyes looked led us to suspect he may have been under the influence of cannabis; he certainly came across that way in our short interaction with him.

LONE DRINKER

4.05 We have spent the last thirty five minutes with J aged between 40 and 50 years old.  He had spent the evening at the Hippodrome and had gone there alone.  He was upset about something which was probably the root of his evening of drinking.  

We spotted him lying on the ground in the doorway of Banquet Records eating chips. Some young people who had stopped to talk to him told us ‘he needed help’. We walked him to the 65 bus stop where we waited with him for a bus for over half an hour.  By the time we did get him safely on the bus he did sober up a little bit, although a lot of the conversation was unintelligible.  He was very grateful for what we do.
