 Highlights
Friday
10.25 We left later than usual as we had a number of things Charlie wanted to discuss about Street Pastoring. 
10.45 Just called CCTV. There has been an incident on the river. One of the big pleasure steamers has been cruising down with a party on board but they encountered a speedboat hurtling down river without its lights on. Pleasure boat has blasted its horn at them. We have called it into CCTV who are going to look at it with their camera and call the coastguard.
11.20 Continued to drizzle. Homeless C is lying in the doorway of Marks and Sparks listening to her radio. We’ve said good evening to her but she was pretty non-committal so we have moved on.

11.25 Just past Kings Tun which is busy. Encountered Little L sitting out the convenience store. He’s got an umbrella but is pretty wet. We have given him some lollies and we’ll come back to see him.  He is quite cheerful but later on he may get a bit miserable.

11.30 At Subway. Just got a coffee for little L. Not very busy down here. He had a long conversation with Katie and seemed quite cheerful. Given him a coffee which hopefully will keep him warm for the rest of the evening.

11.35 Under Kingston railway bridge and met up with C sitting there who has been moved on from outside Dallas Chicken. Actually he is in a much better place as it is drier there. He didn’t want any water. He seemed warm and comfortable. Given him some lollies and Haribos. He’s into his books. It is very wet beyond the railway bridge.

12.20 We have had a call from the Druids about a young lady so we are going there. Brenda talked to J, a young woman who was in distress. She told her she lived in Feltham and kept saying ‘I’m under mental health.’ 

12.50 We have successfully dealt with the young lady. We guys held back and Brenda talked her through and eventually persuaded her into a cab. She was much calmer and laughing. The boys in blue helped too. Real team effort! What the Street Pastors are all about.  Well done Brenda. 

1.45 Now going over to the Kings Tun to see the girl who has gashed her knee. 

Finally got A and S onto 213 bus after a long time. A was the girl outside the Kings Tun with a gashed knee. Escalated from there with a hysterical conversation with A on the phone to her mum in Birmingham and S trying to help out.  In the end Brenda did the business, female to female, including speaking to the mum and trying to reassure her that her daughter was in good hands. We more or less marched them round to the 213 bus which conveniently came along. Once again we were in the right place at the right time. Managed to slip a Street Pastors card into her bag so perhaps they will remember the night and who helped them out.

2.15 Just been over to the Hippodrome. Had various conversations with taxi marshals and a group of youngsters. One of them talked about his faith and questioned us about some Bible passages. All very low key.  Didn’t want any lollies. Graham talked at length about Catholicism and Protestantism.

3.25 Just come across up a guy sleeping in the doorway of Monsoon. He’s been rocking back and forth and he’s very aggressive. He wants a sleeping bag so we’re going back to KURC to get a sleeping bag and blanket. 

Just on our way to KURC. At Crown Arcade there seems to be a little enclave of homeless people about 5 of them asleep in the doorway. They are camped out peacefully. They are ignoring the people going past.  Homeless sleepers seem to be becoming a permanent fixture and the situation seems to be increasing. Passed on the sleeping bag and blanket and our friend was much calmer.
