Prayer pastors – Lyndsey Dodd  �


What do prayer pastors do? 


Common misconceptions: Prayer pastors pray non-stop for three hours! Prayer pastors drink tea and eat crisps non-stop for three hours! 


In reality, prayer pastors are the ‘behind the scenes’ support of the street pastors. We meet in teams of two to five and we pray for the street pastors while they are out in the town. While the street pastors are like Jesus’ hands and feet, prayer pastors are more like the internal organs, the heart maybe. We send the street pastors out with a Bible verse and an encouragement, then we pray regularly for their safety, unity and that they will go where the Lord directs and say what He wants. If we receive phone calls from the team we will pray about those situations and if we don’t hear from them then we will phone in, or pray for the things on our heart for the town, e.g. the homeless, addictions, exam results, family breakdown, etc. 


Why do I like being a prayer pastor? 


Common misconceptions: Prayer pastors are night owls!


One answer is the thrill of receiving immediate answers to prayer! We pray for peace and a fight subsides. We pray for great conversations with non-believers and one of the street pastors leads someone to faith. I also like being part of a team that is interdenominational and has no age restrictions – we support each other and bring different perspectives to our faith.

We pray for each other and personal needs and each other’s churches. We love to get the phone calls from the SPs to let us know where to centre our prayers - it may be young people with broken relationships, disappointments, loneliness or those who’ve had too much to drink and are causing trouble, those who have missed the last train etc etc. It is always good to know there's peace out there. However if things get somewhat unsettled, we have a God who changes situations and we have seen this happen and that is faith building. We pray for police, the town council, the hospitals, homeless, youth, taxi drivers, anything and anyone God brings to our attention which is why we listen to what God wants to say to us, and people sometimes have pictures or words to bring. Do we feel like sleeping on the job? No time for that and we keep each other stirred and we are, after all co-workers with God and it is exciting. There is a definite stirring for prayer round our country and who wouldn’t be part of this ? We are always on the move searching for the MORE of God and oh yes! there’s more!
